
Stacie Scott to Return as Art Teacher 
 

Stacie Speer Scott will be returning to UFS, as art teacher, after a four year 
hiatus.  Scott who taught at UFS from 1992 through 2006, is a nationally 
renowned artist, working with collage, painting and mixed media techniques. 
 
Of returning to UFS, Stacie says, “I am looking forward to being part of the UFS 
community of creative thinkers; it always informs my own work. My goal is to 
help the students find a voice through the many different types of artistic 
expressions. I believe that the complex problems of our world will require 
conceptual thinkers, and I feel that the arts have a great role in that respect.” �
 
Scott has thirty years experience working with 
the visual and performing arts in educational, 
community based and therapeutic settings. 

 
This year Scott was a featured artist on the Elephant Eye – Bucks 
County Artist Studio Tour.  According to the tour’s website, “The tour 
showcases nationally and internationally acclaimed artists who make 
two- and three-dimensional work in various media, including oil 
paintings, photographs, sculpture, pottery, turned wood and more.”   
 
Scott explains her work as follows: 
 

 “Through my art, I process the world around me, both my 
personal world and the rush of daily, global input. Emotions and information combined with 
pure, visual stimuli are the foundation of my art life. 
 
“I combine collage, sewing, transparencies and found elements with painting and drawing. I 
seek to mesh the disjointed into a smooth flow using color, composition and the relationships 
between the materials.  
 
“While the finished works should convey a wholeness, ideally the viewer should be drawn in 
to discover the fragments of the process.” 

 
 
While at UFS, Scott developed and implemented an arts 
program for 5-8th graders utilizing dance, theater and visual arts.  
Throughout her tenure at the school, as well as during her time 
away, Scott has been a dedicated supporter of the school by 
donating artwork regularly to the annual benefit auction.   
 
“We are very pleased to have Stacie returning to UFS,” says 
Nancy Donnelly, Head of School.  “She is one of those highly 
influential teachers able to draw out the unexpected in her 
students.”
